SPECIAL SESSION CONCLUDES:  The Missouri General Assembly concluded its extraordinary session on July 14, after a nearly twenty-hour filibuster in the Senate.  Senator Chuck Purgason (R-Caulfield), a  fiscal conservative leader led the charge on the filibuster designed to derail the issue of providing tax benefits to Ford Motor Company to potentially retool its facility in Claycomo, Missouri.  Purgason (with assistance from two other senators) regaled the Senate with a history lesson on the Boston Tea Party, the settlement of Missouri, the lyrics of the Beverly Hillbillies and Golden Girls television shows and read e-mails form supporters who encouraged him to stop the legislation.  But Purgason also talked for several hours about why he believed that state benefits for Ford were wrong-headed and continued a misguided path of special benefits for large corporations at the expense of small businesses and taxpayers.  He chastised the General Assembly for considering a special interest tax incentive bill at a time when the state budget is projected to be up to a billion dollars short. But after twenty hours, Senator Purgason relinquished his control of the floor and shortly thereafter the Senate passed the bill (SS/SCS/HCS/HB 2) by a vote of 20 – 7.  On Wednesday, the House took up the Senate-passed version of the bill and passed it by a vote of 101 to 40, sending the bill to the Governor.  The measure would provide up to $150 million over a ten-year period in retained tax withholdings to Ford and its suppliers that would otherwise be paid into the state general revenue fund. 

Meanwhile, Senate and House leaders came to an agreement on the other bill pending pertaining to reform of state pensions.  Governor Jay Nixon on Friday declared that the creation of a controversial pension investment board fell outside of the call of the special session.  That declaration removed the most controversial component of the legislation.  On Wednesday, both the House and Senate adopted a conference committee substitute for SCS/HCS/HB 1 and sent the bill to the Governor.  The bill contains provisions altering the eligibility requirements for state retirement and mandates a contribution of 4% of salary from future state employees into the state retirement system.

The Governor is expected to immediately sign the two measures.

GOVERNOR NIXON’S LEGISLATIVE ACTIONS: July 14th was the last day for Governor Jay Nixon to sign or veto legislation. Any bill not signed or vetoed by the governor by this date automatically becomes law. An example of this is SB 793 which imposes new restrictions on abortion providers. This bill will go into effect on August 28th without the governor’s signature. Below is a complete list of bills signed and vetoed by the Governor Nixon.
